Open Meeting – Chairman Josh Koempel called the meeting to order at 4:58 pm. 

Consent Agenda
Tim Witter moved and Jeff Heath seconded a motion to approve minutes of the June 4th meeting as presented. The motion passed unanimously.

Case Updates
Pest Agent Will Carpenter presented pictures infected cherry trees were ng. Final notices have been sent out to sprout cases and 20 of 22 land owners have either presented or completed treatment plans. 

Old Business 
1. “Blanket Project” - Will discussed an alternative way to cover a broad amount of cases in the Peshastin Creek vicinity. A generic letter was sent to orchardists and land owners in the project area discussing pear and cherry sprouts, as well as wild trees encouraging owners to create an IPM Integrated Pest Management plan. One hundred eleven letters were sent out and 82 were returned. Discussion followed; no action was taken. 

2. Specialty Crop Block Grant: Apple Maggot Host Reduction Project – The Chelan-Douglas Pest Board has been awarded an initial $30,000 out of the $230,000 grant from the WSDA USDA for removal and replacement of Hawthorne trees in response to apple maggot. Funds will be distributed by the Yakima Conservation District in October over a 2 ½ year period. Maps showing GPS points of apple maggot traps recorded in 2013 was discussed, with discussion of where to place the new traps. No action was taken. 

New Business
1. Small Works Roster – Just one commercial applicator serves the Leavenworth and Chelan area but can only take up to 5 new cases. Discussion followed regarding service providers and treatment options for land owners. According to Tim Smith, the treatment and chemical recommendations are available through the WSU Master Gardeners. Jeff Heath moved and Tim Witter seconded, and the board agreed unanimously to reject the option for the county to temporarily treat trees until a contractor could be located.
